New Surfaces All surfaces must be sound, clean, suitably dry and free from anything that will 

interfere with the adhesion of the materials to be applied. When used on timber 

degrease with methylated spirits. Prior to priming the moisture content should not 

exceed 18%. 

Previously Decorated Surfaces All surfaces must be sound, clean, suitably dry and free from anything that will 

interfere with the adhesion of the materials to be applied e.g. dirt, grease etc. Remove 

all loose, suspect and failing paint. Remove all dust. Organic growth must be treated 

with Sandtex Trade Fungicidal Solution and removed. Wash smoke, nicotine and 

graffiti soiled areas (excluding water stained area) with hot water and liquid detergent 

solution to remove  contaminants, frequently changing the water. Surfaces previously 

coated with gloss or eggshell will require thorough abrasion prior to the application of 

PSB Stain Block Primer. 
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COATING SYSTEM Apply one coat,  

NOTE: Note A trial test area is recommended over severely stained or suspect 

surfaces. Stubborn stains may require an additional coat. For extremely chalky, 

powdery, charred or unstable surfaces a Crown Trade stabilising solution should 

be used. 

APPLICATION Stir well before and during use. Apply using good quality tools – synthetic brush or 

medium pile roller.  For airless spray dilution may be required. For further information 

follow the spray manufacturer’s guidelines. Stir well before use.  

On uncoated, porous wall and ceiling surfaces the first coat can be thinned with up to 

10% clean water. 

Note A trial test area is recommended over severely stained or suspect surfaces. 

Stubborn stains may require an additional coat. 

CLEANING Return surplus material to container.  Wash tools & equipment with clean water or a 

warm soapy solution immediately after use.  

STORAGE Store upright and secure.  Store in secure dry conditions inaccessible to children or 

animals.  Containers should be kept closed during storage.  Do not store below 5ºC or 

above 40ºC.
